As defined for the HEEP data collection exercise, reportable data are the amounts of fire extinguishing chemicals that are purchased or acquired by the reporting entity and in turn sold or distributed to the marketplace for use as replacement or recharge fire suppression agent for use in a fixed or portable fire extinguishing container that has lost its charge of agent to the atmosphere due to discharged, leak, or other means.  (It is assumed that agent used for recharge represents an emission.)
The HEEP reporting exercise covers seven halocarbon fire protection agents:  HFC-227ea, HFC-236fa, HFC-23, HFC-125, HFC-134a, PFC-14, and PFC-3-1-10.  Reporting Parties should submit estimates of emissions for each agent type using the form provided following the formula below.

Source of Data 

The best source of data is from controlled agent sales records. For parties who sell agent into different categories you are probably tracking the amount by category. For example, a company might use a different agent part numbers for

     a. agent that is sold directly into new equipment filled in its plant, or

     b. agent sold to distributors.  

There might be a few distributors that do 1st Fill.  The agent sold to those distributors must be subtracted from the total amount of agent sold to all distributors.  The 1st Fill distributors are responsible for making their own report.
