Topic Description: The USEPA wishes to work with Tribes to develop the minor New Source Review(NSR) Rule to address significant regulatory gaps in the protection of air quality in Indian Country.  The EPA is considering the utility of a Federal program to implement the NSR rules versus the creation of a model rule.
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TOPIC 3	Tribal Training and Technical Support, Institute for Tribal Environmental Professionals





Topic Description: The American Indian Air Quality Training Program conducts air quality workshops, provides individually tailored training and internships. Also under the AIAQTP, the Tribal Air Monitoring Support (TAMS) Center provides air monitoring-specific workshops and support, an information clearinghouse, and PM2.5 mass filter weighing services.  The purpose of these presentations is to discuss future training and technical support needs.
