Modifications to the CAMD Business System (CBS)

Development of the Emissions Collection and Monitoring Plan System (ECMPS) is not limited to creating a new client application for users to check and submit data.  CAMD will also be modifying the CAMD Business System (CBS) to add new functionality which will allow users more access to data.  (See flyer entitled ‘The CAMD Business System (CBS), Doing Business on the Web’ for more details about the current version of CBS).

One of the changes to CBS will be the addition of the following new agent types: the Emissions Reporting agent, the Monitoring agent and the Emissions/Monitoring Download Only agent.  Primary Representatives and Alternate Representatives will be able to designate these new agent types to perform functions in ECMPS on their behalf.  To ease the transition for users of SecuRemote and ETS-FTP to the new process, those who has an active user ID and password to submit electronic data reports will automatically be designated as an Emissions Reporting agent and a Monitoring agent.  These new agent types will not be available through CBS until ECMPS is deployed for testing in 2006.
A tracking feature will be added to CBS that will enable industry users to view milestones related to Petitions, Monitoring Plans, Emissions Submissions, QA test data, and Certification and Re-certification activities for their facilities and units.  This includes, but is not limited to, receipt dates, statuses (received, under review, approved, etc.) and final responses.  This will allow industry users to track and monitor specific events more easily.
