The Emission Collection and Monitoring Plan System

Submissions Process
The focus of the project to develop the Emissions Collection and Monitoring Plan System (ECMPS) is to create a new process for the maintenance, checking and submission of monitoring and emissions data.  The first step for the ECMPS project is to define the categories of data and how the data will be submitted.  The ECMPS project team defined five categories of data.  They are petitions, monitoring plan, certification and recertification, quality assurance tests (both routine and daily), and emissions.  What follows is a description of how each category of data will be submitted through the ECMPS process.

Petitions Submission Process

· Petitions are submitted in hardcopy, with an electronic submission option.  The application will provide step-by-step instructions for submitting electronic petitions.

· CAMD acknowledges the receipt of the petition through Email.

· The date of the petition and date the petition was received are stored for CAMD tracking.

· CAMD tracks the status of the petition and sends Email reminders to CAMD of the petition’s status.

· CAMD provides assistance to sources and requests supplemental information.

· The final petition status is stored, as is the petition and petition response.

· The final petition response is sent to the source.

Monitoring Plan Submission Process
· Separate the monitoring plan from the quarterly emissions submission.

· Submit initial monitoring plan information when available and maintain monitoring plan information through the application.  Agents appointed by the primary representative may submit monitoring plan information.

· CAMD acknowledges receipt of electronic monitoring plan information to CAMD, source and the State/Region.  State acknowledges receipt of hardcopy monitoring plan information to CAMD and source.

· CAMD will coordinate with the States on the review of hardcopy monitoring plan information.  Electronic data and checking results are forwarded to the States.

· Develop, communicate and track a monitoring plan time line based on the certification/recertification test date, providing the ability to track the status of all monitoring plan information, including late/non-submitters.

· Users will have the ability to delete/correct invalid records.

· Users will have the ability to track start and end dates of unit/stack relationships and system/component relationships through the monitoring plan.

· The application will ensure that old information is closed out before allowing an update to the monitoring plan, thus preserving a good monitoring plan history.

· The application will prompt users to verify the accuracy of the monitoring plan information before the submission of QA and emissions data.

· CAMD will have the ability to override an error to allow the submission of data.

· Certain critical errors must be corrected before further submission of monitoring plan information is allowed.
· Submission of monitoring plan information and checking results are acknowledged and stored in CAMD database

· All changes to the monitoring plan are stored and tracked, ensuring that a monitoring plan can be created for any unit for any time period.

· Sources will be notified of monitoring plan changes that trigger a need to recertify.

· Provide public access to data through the CAMD web site.

Certification and Recertification Submission Process

· CAMD will acknowledge the receipt of the test notice, which can be sent in hardcopy or electronically.  The test notice date will be stored, and the user will have the ability to change the date as needed.

· CAMD will convey the test notice information to the State.

· The application will retrieve and use exemption/exception information from petitions to evaluate the certification and recertification application.

· Certification and recertification information are handled on a system level instead of a unit level.

· The source must have already submitted a monitoring plan to CAMD to submit certification data.

· Certification and recertification information are submitted outside of the quarterly emissions submission.  Current year information can be submitted as necessary while previous year information must be approved prior to submission.

· Agents appointed by the primary representative may submit certification and recertification applications.

· The source is required to submit a complete set of certification and recertification tests, based on the identified certification or recertification event.

· Certification and recertification information cannot be submitted for a unit that is not affected by a program and that is not operating (i.e., future, cancelled, etc…)

· Submission of certification and recertification information, along with the checking results, are acknowledged, tracked and stored in the CAMD database.  This allows CAMD to track the status of all certification and recertification applications, including late/non-submitters

· CAMD, States/Region and source are notified of submission of certification and recertification information.

· CAMD, in coordination with the States on hardcopy certification and recertification applications, determines the overall application completeness date.

· CAMD will coordinate with the States on the review of hardcopy certification and recertification applications.  Electronic data and checking results are forwarded to the States.

Certification and Recertification Submission Process (cont’d)

· CAMD will determine a provisional certification date and inform the source and State/Region.  CAMD will have the ability to modify the provisional certification date.

· CAMD will have the ability to override an error to allow the submission of data.

· CAMD will determine default certification date, as necessary, and inform the source and State/Region.

· CAMD will determine reason for audit decertification, as necessary, and inform the source and State/Region.

· Resubmission of certification and recertification data will cause emissions data to be re-evaluated against the new test data.

· The source will be asked to verify any changes based on a resubmission of data.

· Provide public access to data through the CAMD web site.

Quality Assurance Test Data Submission Process
· CAMD will acknowledge the receipt of test notice, which can be sent in hardcopy or electronically.  The test notice date will be stored, and the user will have the ability to change the date as needed.

· CAMD will convey the test notice information to the State.

· The application will retrieve and use exemption/exception information from petitions to evaluate the QA test data.

· QA test data are handled on a system level instead of a unit level.

· The source must have already submitted a monitoring plan to CAMD to submit QA test data.

· Non-daily QA test data (RATA and linearity) are submitted outside of the quarterly emissions submission.  Current year information can be submitted as necessary while previous year information must be approved prior to submission.

· Agents appointed by the primary representative may submit quality assurance test data.

· QA tests are properly defined/distinguished from a certification and recertification test.

· QA test data cannot be submitted for a unit that is not affected by a program and that is not operating (i.e., future, cancelled, etc…)

· CAMD will determine a provisional certification date (for non-daily QA tests) and inform the source and State/Region.  CAMD will have the ability to modify the provisional certification date.

· CAMD will communicate and track a QA time line based on the provisional certification date following initial certification.  This time line will take all exemptions and extensions into account.

· CAMD will notify the source of on-going QA test requirements, as well as when the source is in a QA test grace period.

· The application determines if each quarter is a QA operating quarter.

· The user will have the ability to flag data as invalidated and provide a reason for the invalidation.

Quality Assurance Test Data Submission Process (cont’d)
· Emissions data reported as measured with certified monitoring systems may not be submitted if the QA tests are not reported as passed (i.e., no subsequent passed test for a previous failed test).

· Submission of QA test data, along with the checking results, are acknowledged, tracked and stored in the CAMD database.  This allows CAMD to track the status of all QA test data, including late/non-submitters.

· CAMD will have the ability to override an error to allow the submission of data.

· Resubmission of QA test data will cause emissions data to be re-evaluated against the new test data.

· The source will be asked to verify any changes based on a resubmission of data.

· Provide public access to data through the CAMD web site.

Emissions Submission Process
· The source must have already submitted a monitoring plan to CAMD to submit emissions data.

· Emissions data cannot be submitted for a unit that is not affected by a program and that is not operating (i.e., future, cancelled, etc…)

· All emissions submissions must contain a full quarter’s/ozone season’s worth of data.

· Emissions data reported as measured with certified monitoring systems may not be submitted if the QA tests are not reported as passed (i.e., no subsequent passed test for a previous failed test).

· Emissions data are given a status and summary emissions values are communicated prior to submission.

· Agents appointed by the primary representative may submit emissions data.

· Submission of emissions data, along with the checking results, are acknowledged, tracked and stored in the CAMD database.  This allows CAMD to track the status of all emissions data, including late/non-submitters.

· CAMD will have the ability to override an error to allow the submission of data.

· Requests for resubmissions outside of the reporting period will be made through the application.

· Resubmission of Cert/Recert/QA test data will cause emissions data to be re-evaluated against the new test data.

· The source will be asked to verify any changes based on a resubmission of data.

· Provide public access to data through the CAMD web site.

General Application Features

There are a number of features built into the application for each submission process to assist the user in maintaining, checking and submitting data.  They include:

· The application can be used to build a complete monitoring plan and test data.

· The application can be used to create emissions data for LME units.

· The application provides step-by-step instructions.

· The application supports loading of data from flat file or XML format.

· The application supports batch import, checking and submission of data.

· The application supports the import of data from the CAMD database (i.e., emissions data, unit characteristic data, test data, etc…) to update the user’s database with the most current data and to support quality assurance checking.

· Quality assurance of data is performed through the application on the user’s desktop.

· Data quality checks based on ORISPL, Unit IDs, and prior data.

· Data quality checks are program and monitoring methodology specific.

· Sources must have a representative and be affected by a program to submit data.

· Data are submitted electronically and the User ID and password of the submitter is verified.

· The application will have tracking and report functionality.

· The application will support exporting data in XML format.

· The application will enforce security rules and only allow those authorized to submit data.

· The application will control submissions of emissions and previous year submissions of monitoring plan, certification and recertification, as well as QA test data.

· The application will inform users of new data checking criteria and allow download.
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
