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Winter inversion causes problems

Temperatures usually are lower with elevation. But when an inversion
occurs, temperatures dimb with elevantion and a warm “cap” prevents
poor-guality air from escaping. This can occur even in winter, as it hasin
western Washington state this week. Stagnant air there has led o poor
air guality in the afternoon and evening, If it continues, burning wood will
be banned temporarily to reduce pollution levels.
