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Executive Summary

Sincethe Brownfields Federal Partnership Action Agenda was announced in November 2002, more
than 20 federal agenciesdedicated to brownfiel dscleanup and redevel opment have committed their re-
sourcesto help revitalize communities throughout the nation. The Action Agendaisacompilation of com-
mitments, new initiatives, events, and activitiesthat the participating federa agenciescommitted to undertake
in partnership to help communitiesdeal with brownfieldsand associated problems. Whilethe process of
cleaning up and reusing brownfieldsiscomplex, the positive benefitsto reinvigorated urban and rural
communitiesare numerousand substantial.

TheU.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) continuesto lead the Brownfields Federa Partnership

effort by tracking thefulfillment of theoriginal commitmentsand by highlighting the progressthat hasbeen
made over the past two years. Of morethan 100 commitments outlined in the Action Agenda, morethan
75 percent have been or areinthe processof being fulfilled. Among thehighlights:

 EPA awarded approximately $150 million in brownfiel dsassessment, cleanup, revolving loan fund, and
jobtraining grantsto communities nationwide and $100 million to statesand tribesin Fiscal Years2003
and 2004;

» TheNationa Oceanic and AtmosphericAdministration (NOAA) selected and implemented thefirst three
Portfields Pilotsat New Bedford (MA), Tampa(FL ), and Bellingham (WA). These pilotsare part of a
NOAA-ledfedera interagency effort that focuses on the redevel opment of brownfieldsin port and
harbor areas, with emphasison devel opment of environmental ly sound port facilities;

» TheU.S. Department of the Interior’s Office of Surface Mining (OSM) convened amulti-agency Mine-
Scarred LandsWorking Group that selected and confirmed six typical abandoned mine brownfields
located throughout the country to serve asdemongtration projects; and

» TheU.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) nearly doubled the number of
Brownfields Economic Development Initiative (BEDI) applicationsby increasing their outreach and
marketing efforts. In Fiscal Year 2003, HUD’ s support amounted to $22.4 millionin grantsand $87.8
millionin Section 108 |ocansfor redevel opment.

Thisfollowing report detail sthe substantial progressthat thefedera partners have made over the past two
years.

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Introduction

Communitiestoday face multiple chalenges, including environmenta degradation, unemployment, deterio-
rating infrastructure and housing, and crime. Previous centers of economic growth have been lost to urban
sprawl and thelack of askilled labor pool. At the center of theseissuesare brownfields, which are
definedinthe Small BusinessLiability Relief and BrownfieldsRevitalization Act as“red property, the
expansion, redevel opment, or reuse of which may be complicated by the presence or potentia presence
of ahazardous substance, pollutant, or contaminant.” Many brownfields propertieswereoncethriving
factoriesor industrial centers—sourcesof economic vitality, jobs, and community pride. Now however,
these neighborhood propertiesare sourcesof potentia health hazardsand indicatorsof urban blight. With
hundredsof thousands of brownfieldsin thiscountry, nearly every community inthe nation isaffected.
Whilethe processof cleaning up and reusing these propertiesiscomplex, the positive benefitsto reinvigo-
rated urban and rura communitiesare numerousand substantial.

Spurred on by the Bush Administration’scommitment to brownfieldsand the passage of the new
brownfieldslaw in January 2002, EPA and its partnering agenciesrenewed their commitment to work
together in atimely manner to prevent, assess, safely clean up, and sustainably reuse brownfields. The
result wasthe Brownfiel ds Federal Partner ship Action Agenda, published in November 2002, which
focused theeffortsof over 20 federal agenciesin support of brownfiel dsredevel opment in communities
throughout the United States. The Action Agenda isacompilation of commitments, new initiatives,
events, and activitiesthat the participating federal agenciescommitted to undertakein partnershipto help
communitiesdeal with brownfieldsand associated problems. Action Agenda commitmentsranged from
making funding and technical assstanceto brownfieldscommunitiesabudget priority, to changing policies
tofacilitate brownfieldsredevel opment, to launching aconcerted effort to share program information with
respective stakeholders, such aslinking web sites.

EPA continuesto lead thiseffort by tracking thefulfillment of these commitmentsand by highlighting the
progressthat has been made. Over the past two years, thefedera partnershave made great strides
toward fulfilling the commitmentsoutlined in the Action Agenda. Successesrangefromtheinitiation of a
PortfieldsInitiativeto help clean up and redevel op brownfieldsnear harborsand ports, to theinfusion of
$200 millionin grant fundsfor brownfiel dsassessment and cleanup, to holding workshopsand creating
websitesto spread the word about brownfieldsredevel opment. Communities acrossthe country have
benefitted from the brownfiel ds-specificinitiatives, events, funding opportunities, and activitiesundertaken
asaresult of thisinnovativefedera partnership. Thispublication highlightsthe progressachieved by the
federal partnersto date.

TheNationa Oceanic and AtmosphericAdministration (NOAA) istasked with describing and predicting
changesintheearth’ senvironment and with facilitating the conservation and management of thenation’s
coastal and marineresources. Aspart of thiseffort, NOAA participatesin the Brownfields Federal Partner-
ship, focusing on the redevel opment of coastal brownfiel ds propertiesand the protection and restoration of
coastal resources. NOAA participates on both the Steering Committee and | nteragency Working Group
and playsarolein three phases of the Brownfields Federal Partnership Action Agenda. NOAA assistsin
1) identifying, evaluating, and assessing brownfieldsin coastal aress, 2) providing funding to coastal states
for brownfiel dsredevelopment as part of waterfront revitalization efforts; and 3) providing technical asss-
tanceto state and local governmentsto give coastal decisionmakersresourcesto facilitate the redevel op-
ment of brownfieldsand thedocumentation of successful brownfieldswaterfront revitalization approaches.

Insupport of itscommitment to lead aninteragency Portfields project that will focus on the redevel opment
and reuse of idled or abandoned landsin and around ports, harbors, and marine transportation hubs,
NOAA has.

 Ledtheimplementation of aninteragency Portfieldsinitiativethat focuseson the redevel opment of
brownfieldsin port and harbor areas, with emphasison devel opment of environmentally sound port
facilities. The Portfiel dsfederal partnersselected the Ports of Bellingham, Washington; Tampa, Florida;
and New Bedford, Massachusetts, as Portfiel dsdemonstration pilot ports;

* Facilitated Portfiel dskick-off meetingsin each of the pilot portsin the spring of 2004. Morethan 100
federa, sate, and local officialsattended the meetings, which were designed to build knowledge of the
port’sgoalsand needs, and begin to document federal commitmentsfor Portfields projects; and

* Provided $90,000in FY 2004 to support theimplementation of Portfields projectsinthepilot ports. This
money will serveas* seed” money to leverage additional financeand technical assistance. Portfieldsis
already leveraging resources and showing on-the-ground results. For example, New Bedford recently
received $5 million from the Commonwedl th of M assachusettsto conduct navigationa dredgingin
coordination with EPA’s Superfund cleanup of New Bedford Harbor. Private sector usersare contribut-
ing $200,000 to thiseffort.

In support of itscommitment to Sign and implement anew Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with
EPA that will increase coordination to assess, clean up, and redevel op brownfieldsin coastal and waterfront
areas, NOAA has:

» Signed an MOU with EPA on January 14, 2003. The M OU establishesageneral working agreement
between NOAA and EPA to coordinatethelr policiesand activitiesin support of brownfields assessment
and cleanup, community revitaization, and environmenta protection efforts. NOAA Deputy Administra-
tor Dr. James M ahoney and Marianne Horinko, theformer EPA Assistant Administrator for the Office of
Solid Waste and Emergency Response, were present to sign the agreement during aceremony heldin
New Bedford, Massachusetts. Through the MOU, NOAA and EPA agreeto work together to address
the obstaclesand opportunitiesrelating to brownfiel ds cleanup and redevel opment in distressed coastal
communities. Building onthe current working relationship between EPA and NOAA, thisM OU updates
and renewsthe partnership established between the two agenciesin 1997, with the obj ective of further
enhancing interagency cooperation and collaboration in keeping with therespective agencies’ objectives.

In support of itscommitment to providefunding to coastal statesfor brownfieldsredevel opment aspart of
waterfront revitalization efforts, NOAA has.

* Continued to partner with state coastal zone management programsto support community-based water-
front revitalization efforts. For example, NOAA, in partnership withthe New York Department of State,
provided $200,000 of Coastal Zone Management Act (CZMA) funding for development of the Glen
Cove Creek Waterfront Revitalization Plan. The city undertook acomprehensive planning process,
engaging the public, property owners, and devel opersto build acommon vision and support for reuse of
214 acres of waterfront property along Glen Cove Creek. NOAA provided $120,000in CZMA funding
for ste-specific strategiesfor contaminated sitesalong Glen Cove Creek, aswell asplanning for the
waterfront esplanade and therestoration of Mill Pond. Inaddition, NOAA's Office of Responseand
Restoration hasworked with Glen Coveon coastal habitat restation planning and implementation. Be-
tween 1995-2003, NOAA provided $70,000 to sponsor annua “ Commitment to Action” workshops
that brought together federal, state, and local partnersto focus support for implementing the Glen Cove
Creek Revitalization Plan. NOAA considered theseinteragency workshopsasalogical next step for
building support for implementation of thewaterfront master plan. The* Commitment toAction” work-
shopsaso alowed thecity to: articulateitsvisionfor arevitalized waterfront; understand theroleand
jurisdiction of al thevariousplayers; get specific commitmentsfrom participating agencies, and establisha
long-term partnership withthe city and federal, state, and local agencies. While Glen Cove swaterfront
revitalizationinitiativeisstill awork in progress, the community hasleveraged over $40 millionin public
and privatefunding.

In support of itscommitment to providetechnical assistanceto stateand local governmentsto give coastal
decisonmakersresourcesto facilitate the redevel opment of brownfields, NOAA has:

 Continued towork with the Metlakatlalndian Community and federal partnersto evaluatetherisk of
contamination to fish and shellfish; devel oped astudy plan for the M etlakatlalndian Community; and led
theeffort to collect samplesunder the Brownfields Federal Partnership. Thecommunity asssted withthe

study design, and local residentshelped collect, label, and package the samplesfor shipping. Samples
were collected from | ocationswhere community members practi ce subsistenceand commercid fishing.
Thetissue sampling was completed and analyzed in 2003, and the datawas given to theAgency for
Toxic Substances and Disease Registry (ATSDR) for useinaHea th Consultation. Both thefinal data
report and thefinal Health Consultation were completed in 2004. Representativesfrom NOAA and
ATSDR traveled to Metl akatlain March 2004 to brief community membersand the Tribal Council onthe
resultsof the study. AT SDR concluded that athough some contami nantswere measured in fishtissue, the
levelsweretoo low to cause harmful hedth effects, and that itissafeto eat locally collected fishand
shdllfish. ATSDR further concluded that it issafefor the community to harvest fish and shellfish for
commercia sde.

In support of itscommitment to document successful brownfiel dswaterfront revitalization approaches,
NOAA has.

Launched aninteragency Portfieldsinitiativethat focuses on theredevel opment of brownfieldsin port and
harbor areas, with emphasison the devel opment of environmentally sound port facilities. Theinitiativewill
providetargeted resourcesto assist and expedite the planning and implementation of brownfields cleanup
and reuse. NOAA created a Portfiel dswebsite to provide periodic progress reports on specific projects
ineach of thepilots, availableat http://mww.brownfiel ds.noaa.gov/html g/portfiel dg/portfie ds.html. The
website a so highlights successesin each port, and will document best practicesand lessonslearned. In
addition, NOAA hasteamed up with EPA to produce ayear onereport onthe PortfieldsInitiative.

In support of itscommitment to provide aBrownfiel ds Showcase Community Coordinator towork in New
Bedford, Massachusetts, to helpimplement their brownfieldsinitiative, NOAA has.

Continued to provideafulltime employeeto the City of New Bedfordin FY 2004. The NOAA coordi-
nator: 1) servesasaliaison between the city, NOAA programs, the Commonweal th of M assachusetts
programs, and thefamily of federal programswith resourcesand expertisein brownfiel ds assessment,
cleanup, reuse planning, and redevel opment; 2) servesasthecity’sliaisonto thefederal partners; 3)
provides GI S support for the city’ sbrownfields and Portfiel ds coordination efforts; and 4) directly assists
thecity inidentifying brownfiel dsand Portfiel ds project needs and associated financia resources, and

hel ps secure those resourcesthrough grant proposalsand other commitments.

TheU.S. Department of Defense’s(DoD) primary economic readjustment projectsarethe Defense Eco-
nomicAdjustment program and the military baserealignment and closure (BRAC) program. Thesepro-
gramsgovern DoD’seffortsto closesurplus military facilities, returnthemtolocal communities, and assst
these communitieswith siteremediation and redevel opment. DoD isincluded inthe Brownfields Federa
Partnership primarily inan advisory capacity, lending itseconomic readjustment experienceto thedevel op-
ment and evol ution of EPA’sBrownfields Economic Readjustment I nitiative. For moreinformation about
DoD’sbrownfieldsactivities, including agency contacts, please seethe Brownfields Federal Programs
Guide at www.epa.gov/brownfields/partnr.htm, or visit DoD’swebsite at www.dod.gov.

In support of itscommitment to work with EPA and theArmy Corpsof Engineersto clean up and rede-
velop realigned DoD bases and return them to productive use, DoD has:

» Completed four roundsof BRACsover thelast 20 yearsand anticipatesembarking on afifthroundin
2005. Asjust one example, at the Stockton, California, naval depot, quick cleanup has converted
contaminated surpluslandinto aproperty that isnow valued at half abilliondollars. Thiscongtitutesa
boon for the environment and the economy of the community, and hel psthe military focuson economies
of scale;

* Pursued legidation to help expedite negotiationswith private landownersto get cleanups started; and

» Begun deveoping toolsfor enforcing userestrictions on brownfiel dsand worked out appropriateland
usecontrolswith EPA.

In support of itscommitment to long-term stewardship and to devel op tool sfor enforcing userestrictionson
brownfields, DoD has:

» Worked with conservation associationsto clean up Sitesthat are subsequently transferred to fish and
wildlife management. With new statutory authority, DoD isaddressing conservation easement arees.
Now, military ingta lations can work with local communitiesto purchase easementsor land held by third
partiesto help with local conservation efforts, especialy since theselands have become magnetsfor
endangered species.

TheU.S. Army Corpsof Engineers(USACE) provides comprehensve planning, design, construction,
engineering management, and technical support to theArmy and to the nation. Unlike most other agencies
that comprisethefedera brownfieldspartnership, USACE supportscommunitiesby way of specific,
Congressionally authorized projectsor through water resource-related reimbursable (“ Support for Others’)
engineering activities. In addition, USA CE respondsto engineering-rel ated brownfiel dsquestionsand
project inquiriesfrom any community within the United Statesand itsterritories. For major water
resource-related endeavors, USA CE will guide communitiesto the appropriate Congressional contactsfor
authori zation and appropriation support.
