A State must use the following format to notify the Administrator -- by October 17, 2011 -- that the State intends to submit by April 2, 2012 a SIP revision to allocate 2013 allowances in a Transport Rule (TR) trading program in applicable Cross State Air Pollution Rule (CSAPR) Federal Implementation Plan(s) (FIP) to units that commenced commercial operation before January 1, 2010.  The State’s notification must use the language in this format with the appropriate insertions of language and signature of the appropriate individual, as indicated below.  A scanned version of the signed notification must be e-mailed to transport-rule@epa.gov by October 17, 2011 if the State does not want the Administrator to record by November 7, 2011 the EPA-determined allocations in the TR trading program for 2013 to units that commenced commercial operation before January 1, 2010.
