Methane is the primary component of natural gas and is a potent greenhouse gas 21 times more powerful than carbon dioxide (CO2) in trapping heat in the atmosphere over a 100-year period. Given methane’s role as both a potent greenhouse gas and clean energy source, reducing these emissions can have significant environmental and economic benefits. 

By participating in the Natural Gas STAR Program, we are committing to evaluate technologies and practices that improve operating efficiency, reduce emissions of methane, increase natural gas supply, save money, and protect the environment.
