Tulip Tree

A lovely, large, oval-rounded tree. Greenish-yellow
flowers in late spring are large, showy and fragrant.  The
leaves are tulip-shaped and turn a beautiful
lemon-yellow in the fall. Interesting, tan, cone-like fruit
persists into the winter.

Suggested companions: American beech (Fagus
grandifolius), pagoda dogwood (Cornus alternifolia).
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
