
Cornus amomum

Silky Dogwood

Also called pale dogwood.  White flowers in June, blue
berries in August, loved by birds. Reddish twigs are
attractive in winter.  Tolerates a range of sites and soils,
but thrives in moist or wet, slightly acid soil.  Great for
massing on streambanks, etc.

Suggested companions: winterberry (Ilex verticillata),
meadowsweet (Spiraea alba), pussy willow (Salix
discolor), cedar (Thuja occidentalis), tamarack (Larix
laricina), swamp goldenrod (Solidago patula)
