Mr. Baker, as President and General Manager of the Salt River Landfill, manages a highly successful enterprise of the Salt River-Pima Maricopa Indian Community. This operation handles 2,100 tons of refuse daily and provides employment for over 34 individuals from the Indian Community. The landfill enterprise recently completed the construction of a state of the art recycling and education center to serve its customers, the Community, Scottsdale and Mesa, Arizona. 

Under Mr. Baker's leadership, the three landfills on the Community (2 closed, one operating) attained compliance for methane containment through a creative agreement with DTE Biomass Energy and the Salt River Project. The landfills now host a 4MW landfill gas generation facility and a Renewable Energy Research Park, featuring a solar thermal dish which also operates on landfill gas.

Mr. Baker has over twenty years experience in the waste management and environmental health and safety field and has served on numerous boards and commissions related to these fields. He is a graduate of the University of Southern Mississippi with a B.S. in Business Administration.
