Stan W. Steury received his B.S. in Conservation of Natural Resources from Purdue University, West Lafayette, Indiana in 1973.  He has been an employee of the US Department of Agriculture’s Natural Resources Conservation Service for 25 years.  During those years Stan served approximately 15 years as a Soil Conservationist working directly with farmers on natural resource conservation planning and installation of conservation practices.

Since 1991, Stan has worked in USDA’s Resource Conservation and Development Program.  He spent 4 ½ years in starting up the Erie Basin Resource Conservation & Development Council.  Since 1995 he has served as the Coordinator of the Blue Ridge Resource Conservation & Development Council.  He has been a leader in the development of the EnergyXchange Renewable Energy Center where landfill gas has been used for a complex of pottery kilns, glass-blowing furnaces, and greenhouses.  Stan has also been instrumental in establishing the new Energy Center at Appalachian State University, which will specialize in landfill gas research and development along with solar and wind power and energy efficiency.
