Note 1

Prior to FY 2003 expedited administrative penalty orders (APOs) (complaints and final orders) were referred to as “field citations” in the
Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA). Beginning in FY 2003 the term field citations was superceded by the term “expedited”
action and additional programs now have expedited enforcement actions. In addition to the RCRA UST program, expedited APOs are now
a formal enforcement tool used by the following programs: Clean Air Act (CAA) 112r, Clean Water Act (CWA) Stormwater, CWA Spill
Prevention Control and Countermeasure (SPCC), CWA Oil Spills, and RCRA 3008A (Subtitle C).

Note 2

Prior to FY 1999 RCRA UST field citations were counted separately from other APOs. Beginning in FY 1999 field citations/expedited APOs
have been included in counts of APOs and, therefore, are included in the E-1 APOC bar graph and table.

Note 3

Expedited actions account for a significant portion of the administrative penalty order complaints (APOCSs) reported. Of the 2,229 APOCs
reported in FY 2005, 957 (43%) were expedited penalty order complaints; of the 4,647 APOCSs reported in FY 2006, 863 (19%) were
expedited penalty order complaints; and of the 2,237 APOCs in FY 2007, 821 (37%) were expedited penalty order complaints.

Note 4

In FY 2003, as part of the larger change in not adding extra credits to referrals, EPA began collecting case initiation information in three
similar and two different areas: the number of multi-program and multi-facility cases; the media/programs that make up EPA's multi-program
cases; the total number of facilities that are the subject of EPA's enforcement actions; the number of EPA supplemental judicial referrals to
amend an existing enforcement action to add parties and/or violations; and, the number of EPA supplemental judicial referrals to enforce
judicial settlements.

According to US. EPA policy, "Use of Expedited Settlements to Support Appropriate Tool Selection," December 2,
2003, pp. 2 & 3, expedited settlements:

offer "real time" enforcement in situations where violations are corrected and a penalty is obtained in a short
amount of time, generally a few months from Environmental Protection Agency (EPA’s) discovery of the
violation. The approach is generally appropriate for minor, easily correctable violations and provides a
discounted, non-negotiable settlement offer in lieu of more formal, traditional administrative penalty actions.

In addition, the expedited settlement approach:
offers both benefits to the environment and potential cost-savings to the Agency. When used appropriately,
expedited settlements result in regulated entities returning to compliance and paying penalties more quickly
than would be accomplished through issuance of a hon-expedited administrative penalty order.

Note 1

Direct environmental benefits are achieved through direct complying actions. Direct complying actions are
taken by defendants in response to an Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) enforcement action that treat,
reduce, or eliminate a pollutant or emission/discharge stream resulting in reduced/eliminated human health
exposure or environmental impact (e.g., source reduction, cleaning up a spill, installing new pollution control
equipment, remediating contaminated soil or water, etc.). The direct action will have an immediate positive
effect on the environment and will result in measurable environmental benefits (e.g., pounds of pollution
reduced or treated, cubic yards of contaminated water cleaned, cubic yards of contaminated aquifer cleaned,
etc.). For some actions, the direct environmental benefits may not have been achieved yet, and estimates of
pollution reduced (or other environmental benefits) are projected to be achieved in the future.

Note 2

Pollutant reductions from a small number of enforcement settlements make up a large percentage of the
reductions in most years, creating significant yearly variations. In addition, Office of Enforcement and
Compliance Assurance (OECA) over time, has developed additional guidance for estimating pollutant benefits,
and conducted extensive training for the EPA Regional Offices. The additional guidance and training has
brought greater accuracy and more complete reporting of pollutant benefit data.

Note 3

EPA first implemented the process to capture relevant information on results and environmental benefits of
concluded enforcement cases, including pollutant reduction benefits, in FY 1996. The methodology has since
been revised and improved and we generally only show data back to FY 2002. Starting in FY 2003 we further
improved our data quality assurance of this data.

Note 4

In FY 03, the two measures, "Contaminated soil/sediment (M lbs)" and "Wastewater/Groundwater treated (M
gal),” were replaced by "Estimated Contaminated Soil Cleaned (cubic yards)," and "Estimated Contaminated
Aquifer Cleaned (cubic yards)," respectively. These changes implemented the 12/12/03 "Final Methodology for
Estimating Superfund and Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) Corrective Action Case
Conclusion Data Sheet (CCDS) Environmental Benefits." (The cases counted in these two categories are
primarily Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act (CERCLA) and RCRA
corrective action cases).

Guidance/
Policy

The guidance, "Final Methodology for Estimating Superfund and RCRA Corrective Action (CCDS)
Environmental Benefits," dated 12-12-03, provides guidance for implementing the “Volume of Contaminated
Medium Addressed” (VCMA) measure for estimating environmental benefits resulting from concluded RCRA
and Superfund corrective action enforcement actions. The VCMA measurement for remediation programs was
found to more accurately reflects both the magnitude and nature of an environmental problem addressed by an
enforcement action than does a measure of the mass (pounds) of pollutants reduced. The focus is on the
physical space that is addressed by the response or corrective action. More information on the VCMA can be
found in ICIS (Integrated Compliance Information System) Policy on Demand (IPOD), under the category
"Enforcement\Formal\Enforcement\Environmental Benefits\Volume of Contaminated Medium Addressed."

Facility/Site Management and Information Practices (FMIP): those actions that a facility conducts to better
manage their environmental program and to inform the public/permitting authority of the toxicity, quantity, and
location of their chemicals, waste streams, and emissions (e.g., auditing, environmental management review,
site assessment, testing, recordkeeping, reporting).

Note 5

One enforcement action can have multiple types of complying actions (direct, preventative, and FMIP). Thus,
the same case may appear in one or more of the following complying action categories,

The significant increase in both administrative penalty order complaints (APOCSs) and final administrative penalty order (FAPO) numbers in
FY 2006 is the result of a unique, one-time enforcement initiative involving animal feeding operations (AFOs) that resulted in over 2,568
administrative consent agreements and final orders (referred to as the AFO Air Compliance Agreements). These cases were both initiated
and resolved in FY 2006. Approximately 50% of the FY06 APOCs (as well as 50% of the FY06 FAPOs) were issued as part of this initiative.
If these actions are subtracted from the total APOC and FAPO counts, the number of administrative penalty cases is about the same as in
previous years.

The drop in the FY 2002 Asbestos D & R count was due, at least in part, to incomplete
reporting to NARs. EPA also began reporting some SDWA-Underground Injection Control (UIC) inspections in FY 06
to the ICIS data system. SDWA UIC inspections that were not reported into ICIS, continued to be reported manually.

Note 6

RCRA-HW inspections were retrieved from the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act Information (RCRAINnfo)
database. EPCRA 313, TSCA (other than GLP) and FIFRA inspections were retrieved from the National Compliance
Data Base System (NCDB)/ FIFRA/TSCA Tracking System (FTTS). TSCA Polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs), TSCA
Asbestos/Asbestos Hazardous Emergency Response Act (AHERA), and TSCA Lead-based Paint were included in the
count of TSCA Core inspections prior to FY 05. In FY 05, these categories of TSCA inspections were added in order to
capture separate counts of these particular inspection types.

Note 1

Expedited administrative penalty orders (APOs) (complaints and final orders) were referred to as “field citations” in the Resource Conservation and
Recovery Act (RCRA) program prior to FY 2003. In addition to the RCRA Underground Storage Tanks (UST) program, expedited APOs are now a
formal enforcement tool used by the following programs: Clean Air Act (CAA) 112r, Clean Water Act (CWA) Stormwater, CWA Spill Prevention
Control and Countermeasure (SPCC), and CWA Qil Spills. The total counts in this chart include expedited APOs.

Note 2

Expedited actions account for a significant portion of the administrative penalty order complaints (APOCs) reported. Of the 2,229 APOCs reported in
FY 2005, 957 (43%) were expedited penalty order complaints; of the 4,647 APOCs reported in FY 2006, 863 (19%) were expedited penalty order
complaints; and of the 2,237 APOCs in FY 2007, 821 (37%) were expedited penalty order complaints.

Note 3

In FY 2003, as part of the larger case counting change to referrals, EPA began collecting case initiation information in additional areas: the number of
multi-program and multi-facility cases; the media/programs that make up EPA's multi-program cases; the total number of facilities that are the subject
of EPA's enforcement actions; the number of EPA supplemental judicial referrals to amend an existing enforcement action by adding parties and/or
violations; and, the number of EPA supplemental judicial referrals enforcing judicial settlements.

Note 4

Since FY 2003, EPA captures in separate data tables the following information: the number of multi-program and multi-facility cases; the
media/programs that make up EPA's multi-program cases; the total number of facilities that are the subject of EPA's enforcement actions; the number
of EPA actions amending enforcement actions by adding parties and/or violations; and the number of EPA actions to enforce judicial settlements.

Note 5

The significant increase in both administrative penalty order complaints (APOCs) and final administrative penalty order (FAPO) numbers in FY 2006 is
the result of a unique, one-time enforcement initiative involving animal feeding operations (AFOs) that resulted in over 2,568 administrative consent
agreements and final orders (referred to as the AFO Air Compliance Agreements). Most of these cases were both initiated and resolved in FY 2006.
Approximately 50% of the FY06 APOCs (as well as 50% of the FY06 FAPOs) were issued as part of this initiative. If these actions are subtracted
from the total APOC and FAPO counts, the number of administrative penalty cases is about the same as in previous years.

All of the AFO air compliance agreements were counted as multi-program APOCs in FY 2006 since they involved more than one statute. The animal
feeding operation cases (discussed above) were not expedited penalty orders, which account for the lower percentage of expedited orders in FY 2006
(refer to Note 2 for percentages in FY 2005 vs. FY 2006).

Note 6

Beginning in FY 2006, EPA changed its methodology for counting consent decrees (CD) for Superfund cleanup commitments and cost recovery
judicial settlements. In other enforcement programs, CDs are counted only in the year that the CD has been entered by the court. The Superfund
program has always counted these settlements when a CD was referred, lodged or entered, depending on which action the region reported first.
However, in order to provide consist reporting within Office of Enforcement and Compliance Assurance (OECA), CDs for Comprehensive
Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA) response and cost recovery measures will be counted only when they have
been entered. Because the new procedures result in some previously counted Superfund CDs being counted again (because they were referred or
lodged in a previous fiscal year, but not entered until this fiscal year), FY 2006 and the next couple of years will be a transition period. As a result, the
count of Superfund referrals and the total count of referrals will be impacted, as Superfund CDs will not be counted at the referral stage any longer,
and civil judicial conclusions will be impacted, since previously reported Superfund CDs may be counted again under this category

(during the transition period).

Note 1

Expedited administrative penalty orders (APOs) (complaints and final orders) were referred to as “field citations” in the Resource Conservation
and Recovery Act (RCRA) program prior to FY 2003. In addition to the RCRA Underground Storage Tanks (UST) program, expedited APOs are|
now a formal enforcement tool used by the following programs: Clean Air Act (CAA) 112r, Clean Water Act (CWA) Stormwater, CWA Spill
Prevention Control and Countermeasure (SPCC), and CWA Qil Spills. The total counts in this chart include expedited APOs.

Note 2

In FY 03, the SDWA Consumer Confidence Rule accounted for the significant increase in PWSS administrative compliance orders.

Note 3

Expedited actions account for a significant portion of the final administrative penalty orders (FAPOSs) reported. Of the 2,273 FAPOs reported in
FY 2005, 956 (42%) were expedited penalty order actions; of the 4,624 FAPOs reported in FY 2006 , 866 (19%) were expedited penalty
settlements; and of the 2,256 FAPOs in FY 2007, 814 (36%) were expedited penalty settlements.

Note 4

Beginning in FY 04, EPA captures in separate tables the following information for FAPOs and civil judicial settlements: the number of multi-
program and multi-facility cases; the media/programs that make up EPA's multi-program cases; and the total number of facilities that are the
subject of EPA's enforcement actions.

Note 5

The significant increase in both administrative penalty order complaints (APOCSs) and final administrative penalty order (FAPO) numbers in FY
2006 is the result of a unique, one-time enforcement initiative involving animal feeding operations (AFOs) that resulted in over 2,568
administrative consent agreements and final orders (referred to as the AFO Air Compliance Agreements). These cases were both initiated and
resolved in FY 2006. Approximately 50% of the FY06 APOCs (as well as 50% of the FY06 FAPOs) were issued as part of this initiative. If these|
actions are subtracted from the total APOC and FAPO counts, the number of administrative penalty cases is about the same as in previous
years.

All of the AFO air compliance agreements were counted as multi-program APOCs in FY 2006 since they involved more than one statute. The
animal feeding operation cases (discussed above) were not expedited penalty orders, which account for the lower percentage of expedited
orders in FY 2006 (refer to Note 3 for percentages in FY 2005 vs. FY 2006).

Note 6

Beginning in FY 2006, EPA changed its methodology for counting consent decrees (CD) for Superfund cleanup commitments and cost recovery
judicial settlements. In other enforcement programs, CDs are counted only in the year that the CD has been entered by the court. The
Superfund program has always given credit for these settlements when a CD was referred, lodged or entered, depending on which action the
regions reported first. However, in order to provide consistency in reporting within Office of Enforcement and Compliance Assurance (OECA),
CDs for Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA) response and cost recovery measures will now bd
counted only when they have been entered. Because the new procedures result in some previously counted SuperfundCDs being counted
again (because they were referred or lodged in a previous fiscal year, but not entered until this fiscal year), FY 2006 and the next couple of yeard
will be a transition period. As a result, the count of Superfund referrals and thetotal count of referrals will be impacted, as Superfund CDs will
not be counted at the referral stage any longer, and civil judicial conclusions will be impacted, since previously reported Superfund CDs may be
counted again under this category (during the transition period).

Note 1

According to US. EPA policy, "Use of Expedited Settlements to Support Appropriate Tool Selection," December 2,
2003, pp. 2 & 3, expedited settlements:

offer "real time" enforcement in situations where violations are corrected and a penalty is obtained in a short
amount of time, generally a few months from Environmental Protection Agency (EPA’s) discovery of the violation.
The approach is generally appropriate for minor, easily correctable violations and provides a discounted, non-
negotiable settlement offer in lieu of more formal, traditional administrative penalty actions.

In addition, the expedited settlement approach:
offers both benefits to the environment and potential cost-savings to the Agency. When used appropriately,
expedited settlements result in regulated entities returning to compliance and paying penalties more quickly than
would be accomplished through issuance of a non-expedited administrative penalty order.

Note 2

Expedited administrative penalty orders (APOs) (complaints and final orders) were referred to as “field citations” in
the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) program prior to FY 2003. In 1999 field citations/expedited
APOs were added to total counts of APOs. In addition to the RCRA Underground Storage Tanks (UST) program,
expedited APOs are now a formal enforcement tool used by the following programs: Clean Air Act (CAA) 112r,
Clean Water Act (CWA) Stormwater, CWA Spill Prevention Control and Countermeasure (SPCC), and CWA Qil
Spills. As a result, the total counts in this chart include expedited APOs.

Note 3

Expedited actions account for a significant portion of the APOCs reported. Of the 2,229 APOCs reported in FY
2005, 957 (43%) were expedited penalty order complaints; of the 4,647 APOCs reported in FY 2006, 863 (19%)
were expedited penalty order complaints; and of the 2,237APOCs reported in FY 2007, 821 (37%) were expedited
penalty order complaints.

Note 4

Expedited actions account for a significant portion of the final administrative penalty orders (FAPOSs) reported. Of
the 2,273 FAPOs reported in FY 2005, 956 (42%) were expedited penalty order actions; of the 4,624 FAPOs
reported in FY 2006 , 866 (19%) were expedited penalty settlements; and of the 2,256 FAPOs in FY 2007, 814
(36%) were expedited penalty settlements.

Note 5

No expedited penalty orders (complaints/final orders) were issued to address the animal feeding operations, which
account for the lower percentage of expedited orders in FY 2006 (refer to Notes 3 & 4 for percentages in FY 2005
vs. FY 2006).

Note 1

Direct environmental benefits are achieved through direct complying actions. Direct complying actions are taken
by defendants in response to an Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) enforcement action that treat, reduce,
or eliminate a pollutant or emission/discharge stream resulting in reduced/eliminated human health exposure or
environmental impact (e.g., source reduction, cleaning up a spill, installing new pollution control equipment,
remediating contaminated soil or water, etc.). The direct action will have an immediate positive effect on the
environment and will result in measurable environmental benefits (e.g., pounds of pollution reduced or treated,
cubic yards of contaminated water cleaned, cubic yards of contaminated aquifer cleaned, etc.). For some
actions, the direct environmental benefits may not have been achieved yet, and estimates of pollution reduced
(or other environmental benefits) are projected to be achieved in the future.

Note 2

Pollutant reductions from a small number of enforcement settlements make up a large percentage of the
reductions in most years, creating significant yearly variations. In addition, Office of Enforcement and
Compliance Assurance (OECA) over time, has developed additional guidance for estimating pollutant benefits,
and conducted extensive training for the EPA Regional Offices. The additional guidance and training has brought
greater accuracy and more complete reporting of pollutant benefit data.

Note 3

EPA first implemented the process to capture relevant information on results and environmental benefits of
concluded enforcement cases, including pollutant reduction benefits, in FY 1996. The methodology has since
been revised and improved and we generally only show data back to FY 2002. Starting in FY 2003 we further
improved our data quality assurance of this data.

Note 4

In FY 03, the two measures, "Contaminated soil/sediment (M Ibs)" and "Wastewater/Groundwater treated (M
gal)," were replaced by "Estimated Contaminated Soil Cleaned (cubic yards)," and "Estimated Contaminated
Aquifer Cleaned (cubic yards)," respectively. These changes implemented the 12/12/03 "Final Methodology for
Estimating Superfund and Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) Corrective Action Case Conclusion
Data Sheet (CCDS) Environmental Benefits." (The cases counted in these two categories are primarily
Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act (CERCLA) and RCRA corrective
action cases).

Not 5

In FY 04, one of the Region 4 clean air act (CAA) case VEPCO and in FY 05, two of the Region 5 CAA cases
FIRST ENERGY CORP/OHIO EDISON CO./W.H. SAMMIS STATION and ILLINOIS POWER - BALDWIN
produced the big numbers of pollutant reduced for those regions in those fiscal years. In FY 07, two of the
Region 9 CERCLA cases MCCLELLAN AIR FORCE BASE and FORT ORD produced the big numbers of
contaminated soil to be cleaned up for the Region for that fiscal year. In FY 07 one of the Region 2 CERCLA
case PECHINEY PLASTICS PACKAGING, INC and in FY 05, One of the Region 9 CERCLA case Newmark
Superfund Site produced the big numbers of contaminated water to be cleaned up for those Regions in those
fiscal years.

Guidance/
Policy

The guidance, "Final Methodology for Estimating Superfund and RCRA Corrective Action (CCDS) Environmental
Benefits," dated 12-12-03, provides guidance for implementing the “Volume of Contaminated Medium
Addressed” (VCMA) measure for estimating environmental benefits resulting from concluded RCRA and
Superfund corrective action enforcement actions. The VCMA measurement for remediation programs was found
to more accurately reflects both the magnitude and nature of an environmental problem addressed by an
enforcement action than does a measure of the mass (pounds) of pollutants reduced. The focus is on the
physical space that is addressed by the response or corrective action. More information on the VCMA can be
found in ICIS (Integrated Compliance Information System) Policy on Demand (IPOD), under the category
"Enforcement\Formal\Enforcement\Environmental Benefits\Volume of Contaminated Medium Addressed."
