Disposition

Noetices declared incomplete during Prescreen
will be mailed hack to submitters aleng with
check list off problems identiified

After Prescreen, submitiers will only receive a
letter; With an accompanying check list

EPA will net further review such netices

Corrected noetices must be resubmitted in their
entirety and a new: case number will e assigned

EPA Recommendations

nemenclature report to the PMIN

molecular formula, menomer/reactant
ldentities that CAS (or other source) may: have
Made on your order




EPA Recommenadations (con’t)

Before submitting a noetice to EPA, have a person
knowledgeahble i chemistry proofread and fully
review: the notice for types, accuracy, and
COnSIStency

Do not ask CAS any questions abeut EPA’S
TSCA Inventory nemenclature policy or PMN
reporting policies/rules
