Biography of Harold Bentley
Dr. Bentley received his Ph.D. in physical chemistry from Northeastern University in 1973.  He joined the Hydrology Department at the University of Arizona in 1977, first as a Masters Degree candidate, then as Adjunct Professor where he served until 1993.  Dr. Bentley founded Hydro Geo Chem, Inc. in 1978 and was President of the firm until 1993.  He is currently Principal Scientist at Hydro Geo Chem.  

Dr. Bentley has been involved in quantitative design of SVE systems since 1984 and with the control and remediation of environmental contamination by landfills, particularly by landfill gas, since 1990.  He is a major contributor to the development of the baro-pneumatic method, used to measure landfill gas generation and design collection and control systems for LFG and landfill-origin VOCs.
