2009 SmartWay Excellence Awards

Application for Truck Carriers
The 2009 SmartWay Excellence Awards are designed to recognize companies and organizations that have made significant contributions to protect the environment through their participation in the Partnership. We encourage all SmartWay Transport Partners that meet the basic criteria to apply.

Award Description: The SmartWay Excellence Awards recognize Partners that have demonstrated outstanding environmental performance by actively implementing and promoting the strategies of the SmartWay Transport Partnership. Nominees may qualify for these awards based on one or all of the following categories: 1) Significant improvements in environmental performance, fuel economy and emissions reduction; 
or, 2) Increasing the visibility and effectiveness of the SmartWay Transport Partnership through marketing, creative outreach, and/or attracting additional companies to join SmartWay.

Criteria: Applications will be judged on amounts of fuel savings and emissions reductions (compared to the overall fuel consumption and emissions footprint of the organization), the types of strategies and technologies undertaken, and the overall environmental performance of the organization. Consideration will also be given for innovation, creativity, sustainability, and general promotion of the SmartWay Transport Partnership.

Eligibility: To be considered for a SmartWay Excellence Award, all Partners must:

1. be SmartWay Partner Logo-qualified;

2. have submitted a 2008 Annual Update using version 1d FLEET Model on or before
   June 30, 2009; 

3. have joined the partnership prior to June 30, 2008;
4. have awards application form submitted (through self-nomination or nomination by
    another entity) by June 30, 2009;
5. be able to substantiate any claims through model data or other forms of evidence upon
    EPA’s request.

Application Process:
