Control activities, has been performed in accordance with the Consent Decree and that the soil-
related Performance Standards for the Former Oxbow Areas A and C Removal Action have been
achieved. The Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection has reviewed the above-
referenced Final Completion Report and concurs with EPA that the Former Oxbow Areas A and
C Removal Action, excluding Post-Removal Site Control activities, has been performed in
accordance with the Consent Decree and that the soil-related Performance Standards for the
Former Oxbow Areas A and C Removal Action have been achieved.
