Thank you for the submission dated September 18, 2003, requesting approval of the
North Piatte Total Maximum Daily Loads (TMDLs) under §303(d) of the Clean Water Act. The
Norh Platte TMDLs have been evaluated for the fecal coliform bacteria impairments for
segments NP1-10000, NP1-20000, NP1-20500, and NP2-10000, NP3-10000, NP3-20000, NP3-
30000, and NP3-50000 (8 TMDLs). We have compieted our review of these eight TMDLs as
submitted by vour office and in accordance with §3 03(d) of the Clean Water Act (33 11.S.C. 125]
et.seq.), we approve all aspeets of these TMDLs.

Enclosed 1s the EPA Region 7 Review Form which summarize the rationale for EPA s
approval of these TMDLs.
