The current WTP capacity for finished water is about 1 mgd. The two lagoons are each
capable of holding approximately 112,000 cubic feet. The residuals come from two
sources: the sedimentation basin and the filter backwash. The filter backwash and
sedimentation basin residuals flow by gravity to either of the lagoons.

The level in each basin can be adjusted by adding or removing the wooden stop logs at
the outlet structure. There is a 12-inch 45-foot long discharge pipe from each outlet
structure to each discharge point. The pipe invert elevations at the discharge points are
both 83.0 feet.

Only one lagoon is active while the other is taken offline for freeze-thaw over the winter.
Over a period of time, the wooden stop logs in the outlet structure are removed one at a
time in order to slowly decant the clarified supernatant over the settled residuals.
