STATEMENT OF FINDINGS

This Statement of  Findings concludes U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)
review of the proposed award of Border Environmental Infrastructure Fund grant funds to the
city of Del Rio in Val Verde County, Texas, under the National Environmental Policy Act and
implementing regulations at 40 C.F.R. Parts 6 and 1500.  The city of Del Rio proposes to
construct a new 26 million gallon per day water treatment plant (WTP) and install a new
distribution system pump and transfer facilities to replace the existing raw water pump and
disinfection facilities and the three existing storage tanks.  Two water storage tanks and a pump
building will be constructed.  The WTP will be constructed adjacent to the raw water pumping
facility at San Felipe Springs.

After preparation and consideration of an environmental assessment (EA), EPA issued a
preliminary finding of no significant impact (FNSI) for public comment on May 9, 1998.  The
30-day public comment period expired on June 8, 1998.  EPA received no comments on the
FNSI or EA.  Because the proposed action will have no significant effect on the quality of the
human environment, preparation of an environmental impact statement is unnecessary.
