Proposal will 
likely be this 
spring.  A 
Public Notice 
in the Clipper 
and out to mail 
list. Comments 
may be 
positive or 
negative.   

If there are few 
comments 
challenging the 
listing, then the 
remedial 
specialists may 
begin work before 
the site goes 
“Final”. 

RI/FS planning 
takes a 
considerable 
amount of 
work to 
determine how 
to get the 
information the 
RPMs need. 

Sampling and risk 
analysis are done 
during this phase.  The 
document produced is 
a comprehensive look 
at contamination and 
risk to determine 
“Remedial Action” 
options. 

The Proposed 
Plan includes the 
preferred 
solution.  This 
comment period 
is important to 
the final 
solution.

Once the 
ROD is 
complete and 
approved, the 
remedial 
specialist can 
ask for RA 
funding and 
RA work can 
begin.
