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A Note to Readers: TOXIC SUBSTANCES

These draft documents contain the most current hazard and exposure assessment data.
These data, as well as the scientific recommendations we receive, will be used to conduct an
assessment on the potential risks to children from exposure to playground equipment built with
lumber pressure-treated with chromated copper arsenate (CCA). By way of background, hazard
1dentification and exposure characterization are the first steps in the risk assessment process.

The Agency is presenting these documents to an independent panel of scientific experts,
the Scientific Advisory Panel (SAP). In addition to asking the SAP to review the soundness and
validity of these assessments, the Agency is also asking the Panel to identify any arcas that may
require additional data. Indeed, scientific documents of this sort always reflect only the work
and analysis conducted at the time they are produced It is common and approprlate that as new
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
