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Purpose

The purpose of this document is to explain the differences between the AQS client server
and AQS Web software. This manual assumes you are a currently registered user of
AQS and have familiarity with the AQS client-server application.

Background and Frequently Asked Questions

Background

The client-server based Air Quality System which was implemented in February
2002 provided a more user friendly environment to access the reengineered AQS Oracle
database. Prior to this development, users of AQS would use mainframe based software
which, while having advantages, was outdated and difficult to master. Soon after the
implementation of AQS client-server, planning was started for AQS Web.

In March 2002, the development of the AQS Web was begun. While AQS Web
still uses the Oracle based AQS database, access is significantly easier and many database
enhancement have been made. The AQS Web will begin to be implemented in 2003,
with more enhancements to be made continually.

What is AQS Web?

AQS Web allows the user to access the AQS database using a web browser
(Internet Explorer version 5.5 or later) instead of an AQS client. Thus, there is no longer
a need for SecurRemote to access the AQS database or to download new versions or
patches for the client. If you can access the web using Internet Explorer, you can access
AQS Web. AQS Web also uses the EPA Central Data Exchange (CDX) software to send
and receive data and reports from the AQS database. The “look and feel” of AQS has not
been changed, so the processes and screens will be familiar.

What is CDX?

CDX or Central Data Exchange is the electronic front door to the Environmental
Protection Agency and will be the mechanism that the user community uses to send
and receive data from EPA. In the case of AQS, CDX will replace the FTP process
for sending and receiving data from AQS. CDX will also be used to return batch
reports to the user. CDX is a separate application from AQS, but is also web based
and the two applications link back and forth to one another. Users will need to have a
CDX user-id and password, which can be the same as your AQS user-id and
password.

How do | access AQS web?

AQS Web is accessed using the Internet Explorer (version 5.5 or later) web
browser which is available free of charge from www.microsoft.com. A valid user-id and
password, a connection to the internet and Internet Explorer are the only things required
to access AQS Web.

How do | get setup to use AQS Web?
Although this will be explained in more detail later in this document, there are
two steps to getting set-up to use the AQS Web.

. If you are a current AQS user, make sure your mailing address is
correct. The CDX system will mail a Customer Retrieval Key to
active AQS users who will use the Customer Retrieval Key to
activate their CDX account. You can verify your mailing address
by going to the Admin/Security screen in the AQS client-server
Version 2.4 application. Version 2.4 has a City field and an
additional Address field that was not available in earlier versions.

2. After receiving the Customer Retrieval Key from CDX, go the
AQS Web Home page.
http://www.epa.gov/ttn/airs/airsags/agsweb/agswebhome.htm and
follow the directions under the “AQS Initial Setup” link (which are
also listed below).

What if I have problems?

In most cases, users who are having problems with the AQS Web will contact the
AQS Help Desk at 866-411-4EPA or via email at epacallcenter@epa.gov.

If the problem relates directly to CDX, such as problems using the CDX
Customer Retrieval Key, CDX mailbox issue or invalid/expired CDX password, the user
should contact the CDX Help Desk at 888-890-1995 or via email at epacdx@csc.com.

If you are unsure of the nature of the problem, contact the AQS Help Desk.




Logging onto AQS Web the First Time

Prior to logging on to AQS Web for the first time, a few housekeeping items must

be taken care of. This housekeeping takes care of installing a certificate onto your
computer and completing the CDX Registration process. Again, this must only be done
one time.

Components

To access and run the Web version of AQS you would need to have the following
components. The method to get them except for the browsers will be explained
below.

Browser. You must use Microsoft Internet Explorer, version 5.5 or higher.
JavaBean Certificate. This must be installed for the application to work correctly.
Java. To run Oracle’s “flavor” of java you must install the Jinitiator plug-in.

Acrobat. To view report outputs in PDF you need Adobe Acrobat reader. It can
be downloaded from http://www.adobe.com/products/acrobat/readstep.html

You will then be returned to the AQS Initial Setup
screen below.

Let’s take a minute to explain how the CDX registration process works.

3 Registering with CDX

A registration letter will be sent to you based on the mailing address in the current AQS
system. The address can be verified or updated by accessing the Admin/Security screen
within the AQS client server application Version 2.4. Itis critical that your mailing
address be correct, as this is used to send the registration letter which is needed to
complete the CDX registration process.

The registration letter that you will receive from CDX will contain a ‘Customer Retrieval
Key’ or CRK. This CRK is used to complete the registration process with CDX - you
will only need to register with CDX one time.

After receiving the CDX letter, click on ‘CDX Registration’ link. The screen on the
following page should appear.



Enter the *Customer Retrieval Key’exactly as it appears in your letter and click
‘Register’. The Customer Retrieval Key is case sensitive!

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Running Standard Reports

Running the Standard Reports in AQS Web is very similar to using the AQS
client server. There are 2 major differences; first, in running batch reports, the FTP client
has been replaced by CDX and second, online reports are returned directly to the browser
as opposed to using a ‘Previewer’ used in the client server version. Using batch and
online reports is explained below.

Online Reports

When running online reports, the *‘Generate Report’ tab screen will work very similar to
the client server version. The difference will be that after the Generate Report button is
pressed, the user will not have to press the NextPage or PageDown key after the
Previewer is displayed, rather the report will be displayed directly to the screen.

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Batch Reports

Batch reports can be sent back to the user’s mailbox in CDX. After clicking the
‘Generate Report’ button you will go to CDX to retrieve the report. You can get to CDX
by clicking the ‘CDX to retrieve Batch Reports’ button. (You can also leave CDX open
in another browser window.) If the ‘Send to CDX’ button is selected, the report will be
sent to your CDX mailbox and you will receive an email notifying you when the report is
ready.

If there are more file to be uploaded, click ‘Upload more files’; if there are no more
files to be uploaded, click ‘Exit Webform” which will return you to the main CDX
screen. At this point, if you are finished using CDX, you may exit by clicking the X!
in the upper right corner or minimize the CDX screen by clicking the '=1in the upper
right corner. After exiting or minimizing the CDX screen, the AQS Web Batch Load
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screen should appear. If the transferred files have not appeared in the ‘Files from
CDX ready to load’ area, click the ‘Refresh CDX’ on the Batch Load screen and the
files that were transferred should appear in the list.

The password can be synchronized as in the client server version of the software.
Remember to change your passwords every 90 days.

Other Differences between Client Server and Web version of AQS

In the client server when you used Maintain, you would have to click ‘Enter Query’ prior
to entering data. In the web version, you do not have to click ‘Enter Query’ prior to
entering query information.

When in Maintain, in the client server if you were changing forms, for example you
wanted to go from Site to Monitor; you had to click the Cancel Query button. This is no
longer necessary.

The process of maintaining passwords is the same, except VVolcano has been replaced by
CDX. The requirements for changing passwords every 90 days remain the same.

Many of the funciton keys have changed in AQS Web. If you used them often in the

AQS client-server application, review the menus to make sure you do not accidentally
execute the wrong command.
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
