SUBJECT: Regul atory Schedul e for Consuner and Conmerci al
Products under Section 183(e) of the Clean Air Act

As you may know, Section 183(e) of the CAA as anended in
1990 requires EPA to conduct a study of VOC em ssions from
consuner and commercial products (CCP) and report to Congress the
results of the study. Upon submttal of the Report to Congress,
EPA is required to list for regulation those categories of
products which account for at |east 80 percent of all VOC
em ssions from CCP in ozone nonattai nment areas. Furthernore,
EPA is required to place the listed categories into four groups
by priority and to regul ate one group every two years begi nni ng
no later than two years after publishing the Iist and schedul e.

On March 15, 1995 the Administrator submtted the Report to
Congress whi ch docunments the results of the consuner and
comerci al products study. The regulatory schedul e for consumner
and comrercial products was signed by the Adm nistrator on
March 15 and published in the Federal Register on Thursday,
March 23. Copies of these docunents are attached for your
conveni ence. The Report to Congress was previously distributed
to the Regional Ofices via POSTMAN, and the VOC regul atory
contacts were notified via facsimle transmttal.

G oup | of the regulatory schedul e includes categories for
whi ch regul atory activities are al ready underway. Included in
Goup | is "Consuner Products (24 categories).” This entry
represents an aggregation of two dozen individual househol d,
personal care, and autonotive products which are currently
regul ated in one or nore States. They are products used in hone,
office, institutional, or simlar settings. Developnent of a
Federal consuner products rule is currently in progress.

As you know, by Novenber 15, 1996, States with areas
desi gnated as noderate or above for ozone nonattai nnment nust
reduce VOC em ssions in those areas by 15 percent fromthe 1990
baseline. |In ny nenoranda of Novenber 29, 1994 and March 22,



1995, | provided guidance for the anount of credit that States
can take for the architectural coatings (AlM and aut obody
refinishing rules. Simlarly, the purpose of this nenorandumis
to provide guidance concerning credit that can be taken for
reductions associated with the consuner products rule. |n order
to provide the States with creditable VOC reductions, OQAQPS is
commtted to promul gating the national consuner and comrerci a
products rules as soon as possi bl e.

We plan to promulgate the traditional consunmer products rule
by March 1996, with an effective date of July 1996. For the 24
categories covered by this rule, we anticipate a reduction in
previ ously unregul ated areas of approximately 20 percent fromthe
1990 basel ine by Novenber 15, 1996. Based on our study, baseline
em ssions fromthe categories covered by the rule (i.e., a subset
of all consuner products) are estinmated to be approximately 3.9
pounds per capita annually. This baseline figure is based on new
information and is different than the previously published
em ssion factor. A 20 percent reduction would be approxi mately
0.8 pounds per capita annually.

For purposes of the conpl eteness determ nations, States that
are having difficulties adopting their own rule may take credit
for the 20 percent reduction w thout adopting or commtting to
backup neasures. Fifteen percent rate-of-progress plans that
assume a 20 percent reduction for the consuner products rule my
be found conplete if all other conpleteness criteria are net.
