Thi s menor andum suppl ements ny menorandum of March 22, 1995
concerning State credit for reductions fromthe forthcom ng
Federal AlIMcoating rule. Although the draft rule requirenents
have changed significantly over the past year, the overal
reduction estimate for the rule remains at 20 percent. Attached
for your information is a fact sheet which summari zes the maj or
requirenents in the draft rule. The draft rule is currently
undergoi ng final EPA and O fice of Managenent and Budget review.
We hope to propose the rule by the end of next nonth foll owed by
a 45-day public comment period. It is our expectation that the
rule will be pronulgated in Cctober 1996 with a conpliance date
of April 1, 1997.

Even though the conpliance date has been del ayed until early
1997, States may still claimcredit for the 20 percent reduction
fromthe rule in their 15 Percent Rate-of-Progress Plans. The
EPA believes this position is justified in light of the
significant delays in proposing the rule. Mny of the issues
i nvol ved now appear to be resolved. However, if the EPA rule
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does not provide a 20 percent reduction, any State claimng
credit fromthe National rule will be responsible for devel opi ng
neasures to nake up the shortfall.
