Federal Advisory Committee on Detection and Quantitation
“Approaches for Uses in Clean Water Act (CWA) Programs-

Committee Designation & Purpose
The Administrator of the US Environmental Protection Agency formed this Committee to

advise the agency on detection and quantitation approaches for use in Clean Water Act
Programs.

EPA approves analytical methods (i.e., test procedures) used for monitoring and reporting
chemical pollutants under the CWA. EPA's analytical methods specify detection limits to
determine if a pollutant is present. Quantitation limits describe the concentration of a
pollutant that can be measured with a known level of confidence. States, Tribes and EPA
Regions that administer and enforce permit limits on direct discharges into water often use
these values as reporting and compliance limits. Additionally, States and localities in
administering and enforcing pretreatment programs for indirect discharges use these
values. The major objectives of the FACDQ will be to provide advice and
recommendations on approaches for the development of detection and quantitation
procedures and uses of these procedures in CWA programs.

How to Make Public Comment
