What is Clean Water Act (CWA) section 4017

Under CWA section 4o01:

A federal agency may not issue a license or permit to conduct any activity that
may result in any discharge into “waters of the United States”, unless the state
or authorized tribe where the discharge would originate either issues a CWA
Section 401 water quality certification or waives certification.

Section 401 applies to any federal license or permit that may result in a discharge
into waters of the United States.

Overview: Section 401 Empowers States, Territories, and Tribes to Protect Vital
Waters

Under CWA section 401, Congress provides states, territories, and Tribes with a tool to protect their waters from
adverse impacts that could result from federally licensed or permitted projects. As required by CWA section 401,
an applicant for a federal license or permit that may result in a discharge into waters of the United States must
obtain a water waiver from authority. Certifying authorities are typically a
state (which includes territories) or a Tribe with treatment in a similar manner as a state (TAS).

Federallicenses and permits that may require section 401 water quality certification include, but are not limited
to, CWA section 404 dredge and fill permits from the Army Corps of Engineers (Corps), hydroelectric licenses.
from the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC), and CWA section 402 pollutant discharge permits from
EPA. A broad range of individuals and entities seek section 401 certification for projects requiring these kinds of
permits, including businesses, federal and state agencies (e.g., state departments of transportation),
contractors, and individual citizens. Thousands of water quality certifications are granted each year for a wide
range of projects.
