SUBJECT: Applicability of PSD Requirenents to Asphalt Plants

This is in response to your neno dated February 17,
1978, concerning asphalt plants and their applicability to
the Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) Regul ations.
There is an exenption included in the |atest draft of the
PSD regul ati ons (March 21, 1978) which, if pronul gated,
woul d | essen the requirenents as they would apply to asphalt
pl ants. The general exenption states:

“The Adm nistrator shall |limt preconstruction require-
ments to those of paragraphs (1) (best avail able control
technol ogy) and (2) (public participation) of this section,
except where inpacts to Class | areas are reasonably expected
if -

(2) The em ssions subject to review are of a tenporary
nature including but not limted to those such
as pilot plants, portable facilities, or the
em ssions fromthe construction phase activities
of a new source or fromexploratory operations.

This exenption will, therefore, require that each new
or nodified asphalt plant with the potential to emt 250
tons per year or nore of any pollutant regul ated under the
Act to apply BACT, and that every relocation wll
requi re that the source undergo sone public review. The
preanble to these draft regulations states that for sources
of this type EPA would provide for an expedited revi ew
This woul d include public evaluation of the BACT limts.
The Adm nistrator will attenpt to conplete the public parti-
ci pation process for those sources wthin 45 days of making
t he BACT determ nation



Wthin the 45 clay period itself, the EPA expects to
adm ni ster a 30 day public comment period beginning with the
first day. |In addition to giving due notice of the Agency's
tentati ve BACT decision on day one, EPA will also solicit
comment on the need to conduct a public hearing. |If no
response to the latter is received by day 15, no public
hearing will be deened necessary. |f no supportable concerns
are received during the schedul ed 30 day public comrent
period (or the Public hearing if one is held), the Adm nistrator
intends to issue final approval to construct within 15
days after the public comment period has ended.

While all of this previous discussion would alleviate
nost of the concerns surrounding the asphalt plant problem
it must be renenbered that this is only a draft of the final
rules and that reliance on their content should be m nim zed
until the rules are pronul gat ed.

Recently, two of the State air pollution control agencies in Region Il

rai sed questions regarding the applicability of Part C of the 1977 C ean
Air Act requirenments to asphalt plants. This is to request clarification
as to when Part Crequirenents are applicable to these facilities.

Speci fically;

(1) What criteria should be applied to determine the applicability of
Part C requirenments?

(2) How are the terms "source", "stationary source", or "facility"”
applied to these operations (they are continually rel ocated during
seasonal paving operations)?

(3) If, for instance, these facilities are relocated every three or
six months, to what extent should the one year requirement for anbient
nmoni toring data be applied?

(4) Should the owner/operator, etc., be required to performan air
quality inpact nodeling analysis everytime the operation rel ocates?

(5) Would the opportunity for a public hearing be made avail abl e each
time the facility relocated if such relocation is defined as a new source?
