7. academics, researchers provide environmental information and

Benefits of Public Participation 

• For public: readjust decisions about 

projects which affect them 

 

• For government: better decisions 

about projects 

 

• For proponent: help improve the 

project and increase public 

acceptability of the project 



Key Challenges in PP 

• PP is growing up with democracy in Arab 

world. 

• The issue of trust between the public and 

the government 

•  Sometimes invitations are sent to the 

wrong public! 

• Who finances public participation may 

influence they opinions 

•  in some issues, public believes that their 

voices will not be heard and the decision is 

already taken (public=decoration)
