Re: State Delegation of Section of 112 Standards

Dear Mr. Kee:

The purpose of this letter is to eommit to request straight deleeatinn and to beam
implementation ofSection 112 air toxics standards. as promulgated through
April 1. 1995. by the U. S. environmental Protection Agency (EPA) punwmL Lv Lilt:
Clean Air Act (CAA) of 1990. Minnesota is undertaking rulemaking to adopt
Section 112 standards without change.

The Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) specifically commits to request
straight delegation for Part 63 General Provisions and the tollowing National Emission
Standards for Haurcious Air PolltltJlnt~ (NESHAPs): Chromium Emissions from Hard
and Decorative Chromium Electroplatina and Chromium Anodizina Tanks; Industrial
Process (,;ooling Towers; Perchloroeth)'lwe: Dry Cleaning Facilities; Ethylene Oxide
Commercial Sterilization and Fwnigation Operations; Epoxy Resins Production and
Non~Nylon Polyamides Production; Gasoline Distribution (S1age I); Halogenated Solvent
Clc::aalCrS; Masnetic Tape Sudace Coating; and Synthetic Orpnie Chemical
Manufacturing Industry. EPA win grant the MPCA the authority to assume immediate
responsibility for notification5t recordkeepingt reporting. genc:ralp~
implementation and enforcement throuih referral to EPA for these Section 112 standards
throup a letter of response to this letter.

MPCA's official request for delegation will be made in accordance with 112(1) ofthe
eM and 40 CFR. 63.91. At that time. we may also request approval ota mechanism for
delccation offuture Se~on 112 standards. The request for deleaation is expected to be
completed within six months ofthis letter and will include the elements as listed in
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Section 63.91(b). MPCA staff"ill work with Region Ystaff to set milestones for
:submitting 11 complete delegation package within this time1i'ame. Upon EPA approval,
the deleaation will grant the MPCA the authority to implement, ensure compliance of and
enforce standards (state enfortement or refeIIl1lw EPA) that are unchanacd from the final
nl1e. ~f)tcific details of this delegation mechanism will be set forth in aMemorandum of
Agreement between the MPCA and EPA, to be completed after EPA approval oftne
delegation n:qucst.

The MPCA intends to implement the majority of the rules promulgated by,EPA
unchanged. However, we 81Ro reserve the right to make changes to the~S'ection 112
standards to work together with our own state's air toxic strategy. Ifwe would
promulaate a more strin;ent requin:meut than the rrA, we will make a separate
delegation request to EPA. We would also include EPA Region V statIin the delegation
process before we submit our request.

The MPCA will assume that the above commitments are satisfactory to EPA Region V if
not responded to within ten working days.
