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Re: Characterization methods for peak 1-hour concentration for sources emitting more 
than 2,000 tpy of S02 pursuant to 40 CFR §51.1203(b) 

Dear Administrator Garvin: 

In accordance with 40 CFR 51, Subpart BB - Data Requirements for Characterizing Air Quality 
for the Primary S02 NAAQS (DRR), the West Virginia Department of Environmental Protection, 
Division of Air Quality (DAQ), on behalf of the State of West Virginia, respectfully submits the 
required information relating to the list of stationary sources identified as emitting 2,000 tons per 
year (tpy) or more of SOz. The DAQ submitted the list of applicable sources, as required by 40 
CFR §51.1203(a), to you in a letter dated January 5, 2016. 

Under the DRR, each air agency is required to notify the EPA how peak 1-hour S02 concentrations 
will be characterized for each area subject to requirements for air quality characterization. 40 CFR 
§51.1203(b) requires the state air agency to notify the EPA whether it has chosen to characterize 
peak 1-hour S02 concentrations in such area through ambient air quality monitoring; characterize 
peak 1-hour S02 concentrations in such area through air quality modeling techniques; or provide 
federally enforceable emission limitations by January 13, 2017 that limit emissions of applicable 
sources to less than 2,000 tpy, or provide documentation that the applicable source has 
permanently shut down. The DAQ has consulted with all applicable S02 sources, and has chosen 
to characterize peak 1-hour S02 concentrations as detailed in Tables 1 - 3 below.
