12. The company shall im plement a training program for personnel involved in the hand I i ng 

and application of finishing materials and in the cleaning of finishing related equip­

ment. Th ese personnel will be given refrl!sher tr~ ini ng annually. The training program 

will start no l4ter than Jun e 30, 1995. The co mpany will m~int~in a copy of the train-

ing progra• witl't the worlc practice implementation plan.

sher tra i n i ng to demonstrate and docu•ent successful co•pletion. 

13. The company shall prepare and maintain a written leak Inspection and •alntenance plan 
that provides for: 

a. 4t a •ini•u•, a •onthly visual inspection for all equip•ent used to transfer 

or apply f i nishing •aterials or organfc solvents; 

b. Maintenance of a log docu•enting the date and results or eaclt inspection and 

any repairs that were ••de; 

c. 4 first attempt at repa i r (e.g., t i ghtening of packing glands) to be made no 

later than five (5) working days after the leak Is detected; and 

d. Fi nal repairs to be ••de within fifteen (15) working days, unless the leaking 

equ i pment i s to be replaced by a new purchase, In which case repairs will be 
completed within three {3} months . 

14 . The company shall use c losed containers for storing, finishing, and cleaning Materials. 

Solvent laden c l eaning cloths shall be kept in closed containers when not in use. 

I S. The company shall pump or drain all organic solvent used for line and spray gun clean­

i ng i nto a normally closed conta i ner .
