Exemptionn for All Millk and Milk Product Coontainers, AAssociated PPiping and Appurtenannces 

EPA is finaalizing the S PCC amenddments proposed on Jannuary 15, 20009 (74 FR 22461). Thesee 
amendmennts streamlinne requiremeents for the ddairy and m ilk products industries. 

What channges is EPAA finalizing?? 

The final ruule: 
•	  Exxempts all m ilk and milk product con tainers, assoociated pipinng and appuurtenances from 

SPPCC applicabbility and reqquirements; 
•	  Exxcludes the ccapacity of thhe exempt ccontainers, aassociated p iping and apppurtenancees from a 

faccility’s total ooil storage caapacity calcuulation to deetermine if thhe facility needs to compply with 
SPPCC; and 

•	  Reemoves the ccompliance date requireements for thhe exempt coontainers. 

Why is EPPA finalizingg this exem ption? 

Milk and mmilk productss are stored aand handledd uniquely froom other oils Because milk and mis. ilk 
product containers aree subject to ccertain spec ific construcction and sannitation standdards and 
requiremennts, the Agency believess that compliance with thhe SPCC reqquirements is not necesssary. 
Specificallyy, milk and mmilk product containers subject to tthe Pasteurizzed Milk Orddinance (PMMO) are 
required too have operaating permitss, and are suubject to insppections by the State daairy regulatory 
agencies. PMO estab lishes criteriia for the perrmitting, insppection and enforcemennt of milk andd milk 
product haandling equippment and ooperations thhat govern alll processess for milk inteended for huuman 
consumptioon. Likewisee, the U.S. DDepartment of Agriculturre (USDA) RRecommended Requiremments for 
Milk and MManufacturingg Purposes and its Prodduction and PProcessing has developped and mainntains a 
set of model regulationns relating too quality andd sanitation rrequirementss for the prooduction andd 
processingg of manufaccturing gradee milk, whichh are recommmended for adoption annd enforcemeent by 
the variouss States thatt regulate maanufacturingg grade milk.. These mo del regulatioons are 
recommennded for ado ption and ennforcement bby the Statess and contaiin criteria simmilar to the PPMO for 
milk for maanufacturing purposes a nd its produ cts. Milk andd milk produuct containerrs, associateed piping 
and appurttenances aree generally cconstructed according too industry 3--A Sanitary SStandards, wwhich 
satisfy bothh the PMO aand the USDDA Recommended Requuirements. TThe Agency believes thaat the 
combinatioon of these mmeasures saatisfactorily aaddress the prevention oof oil discharrges in quanntities 
that are haarmful. 

Why is EPPA removingg the SPCCC compliancce date requuirements foor these coontainers? 

The compliance date for the owne r or operator of a facilityy to comply wwith the SPCCC requiremments for 
these milk and milk prooduct containers was deelayed one yyear from thee effective date of a finaal rule 
specificallyy addressingg them, or ass establishedd by rule. Thhis was to p rovide time for facilities to 
prepare or amend their SPCC Planns, as well aas implemennt them. Beccause EPA is exemptingg the milk 
and milk prroduct contaainers, assocciated pipingg and appurttenances forr which the ddelay was 
establishedd, a compliaance date forr these contaainers is no longer neceessary.
