
In the attached guidance memorandum: “Minor New Source Review Program 
Public Notice Requirements under 40 CFR 51.161(b)(3)” dated April 17, 2012, 
the EPA did not extend its media neutral interpretation of the “prominent 
advertisement” requirement in 40 CFR 51.161(b)(3) to synthetic minor sources. 
In the final rule entitled “Revisions to Public Notice Provisions in Clean Air 
Act Permitting Programs”, the EPA has revised its position on this matter and 
determined that the limitation in Footnote 1 of the memorandum, excluding 
synthetic minor sources, is no longer appropriate. See 81 FR 71613 at 71617, 
October 18, 2016. Under the revised policy, synthetic minor sources are 
subject to the same media neutral interpretation of prominent advertisement as 
other minor sources as discussed in the memorandum.
