What 1s Burn Wise?

A voluntary partnership program of the EPA that
emphasizes the importance of burning the right wood,
the right way, in the right appliance to protect your
home, health, and the air we breathe.

Goal: To promote upgrades to cleaner burning
technologies, educate users on how to properly use
their wood burning appliance and to ensure they
understand the benefits (improved efficiency, safer
home and family) of upgrading and proper operation.
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Why Is Burn Wise Important?

- Wood burning appliance changeout projects have
grown greatly over the last several years

Settlement Agreements: Since 2010, EPA has settled more
than 15 environmental enforcement cases with $17M going
toward changeouts

Targeted Airshed Grants: In 2015 & 16, EPA awarded $ more
than $10M for wood burning appliance replacement projects
and more grants funds authorized

- During changeouts, most consumers upgrade to an
EPA-certified wood stove, but we still see many smoky
chimneys

D id you know that by changing
the way you burn wood you can
save money, reduce air pollution
and protect your health?

Here are a few simple tips to make
vour fire burn hotter, keep your
wallet fatter and keep your local
air cleaner and healthier.

( Season all firewood. Al frewood should be
@ spiit, securely covered or stored. and aged
for at least six months. Seasoned wood bums
hotter, culs fuel consumption and reduces the
amount of smoke your appliance produces.

( Choose the right are

{ Clean ashes from your wood-burning
s} appliance. Excess ashes can clog the air
intake vents reducing efficiency. Be sure fo
dispose of ashes in a metal container oway
from the house or any flammable material to
reduce the risk of fire

{ Keep your chimney clean. A clean chimney
& provides good draft for your wood-buming
appliance and reduces the risk of a chimney
fire. Have a certified professional inspect your
chimney once a year.

{ Be a good neighbor. Follow best pracfices
@ for buming wood. Always remember to
comply with state and local codes and check
your local air quality forecast.

{ Follow inslructions. Operate your wood-
& buming oppliance according fo the

@ the best. Neverbum rrasn or freated wood
which can emit toxic air poliutants.
