The section describes an alternative site evaluation procedure using a
directional pitot. Section 2.5.2 includes sone discussion of the handling
of the results of such checks, but the |language is unclear as to the nunber
and |l ocation of sanpling or velocity traverse points if the alternative
site selection procedure results indicate an alternative sanpling |ocation
to be acceptabl e.

The following is intended to clarify the directions in Mthod 1 on
determning the nunber and l|ocation of sanple traverse points in an
accept abl e neasurenent | ocation.

and 1-2 (for nonparticulate neasurenents) and Tables 1-1 and 1-2, as
appl i cabl e.
