Records will 
e nable Division and/or EPA p ersonnel to determine compliance with 
the Item 5 emissions limits and will be kept for a minimum of three 
years. Records shall b e kept in a manner which shows which 
emissions a re generated under the bubble and are subject t o the 
emi ssi on ba seline, and wh~ch emissions meet the emission limits and 
are exempt from the emiss~on baseline ." 

In I tem · 9, change 11 
_ If an existing coating for a specific 

product category i s replaced and said coating had a voe content 
over 3.5 lb . voe/gallon of coating (minus water) " to read " If an 
existing coating for a specific product category is replaced and 
said coa t ing had a voe content over the emissions limitation listed 
for the applicable process in Section 5. 

I tem 14 shall be removed from the consent agreement.
