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PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The Toho Water Authority’s One Water Program will help meet requirements in the Central
Florida Water Initiative Rule, reduce dependence on groundwater, and support economic growth
within the service area. The authority will utilize WIFIA financing to complete projects that will
incorporate alternative potable and non-potable water supply sources to offset groundwater
demands. Additionally, the authority will complete treatment upgrades, expansion of multiple
water treatment facilities, and a series of water main and pump station installations to improve
potable and non-potable water distribution within the service area. WIFIA funding will accelerate
the authority’s goal to eliminate effluent discharges entirely through increased use of reclaimed
water for reuse or recharge. With this WIFIA loan, the authority will reduce reliance on fresh
groundwater supplies while meeting customer water demands and protecting the environment.
This is the first loan under a master agreement that will commit $292 million in WIFIA assistance
to the authority for the One Water Program.
